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What is a Developmental
Disability?

Adevelopmental disability is defined in state law
at Nebraska Revised Statute 83-1205.

Adevelopmental disabilityis a severe, chronic
disability, including an intellectual disability, other
than mental ililness. The person must have a
diagnosis.

The disabilitymust cause a mental or physical
impaiment, which is not solely attributable to a
severe emotional disturbance or persistentmental
illness.

The disability must occur during the
developmental period, before the person is 22
years old. It must be likely to continue throughout
the person’s life.

The disability must result in substantial functional
limitations in the following areas of adaptive
functioning:

e Conceptual skills: language, literacy,
money, time, number concepts, and self-
direction.

e Social skills: interpersonal skills, social
responsibility, self-esteem, gullibility,
wariness, social problem solving, and the
ability to follow laws and rules and to avoid
being victimized.

e Practical skills: activities of daily living,
personal care, occupational skills, healthcare,
mobility, and the capacity for independent
living.

The person must have a need for special supports
and assistance that are expected to be lifelong
and are individually planned and coordinated.

An child from birth through nine years old is
evaluated based on diagnosis and developmental
delay. DDD also looks at limitations after the age
of nine.

Who is Eligible?

Developmental disabilities services are
provided through Medicaid Home and
Community-Based Services (HCBS) Waivers.

A person must:

e Be acitizen of the United States of
Americaor aqualified alien under the
federal Immigration and Nationality Act
and be lawfully present in the United
States;

e Be aresident of the State of Nebraska;

o Be éligiblefor Nebraska Medicaid;

e Have adevelopmental disability as
outlined in Nebraska Revised Statute 83-
1205; and

e Meet the level of care to live in an
Intermediate Care Facility for Individuals
with Intellectual Disabilities (ICF/IID).

A person must choose to receive Medicaid
HCBS Waiver services instead of living in an
institutional setting.

Other Benefits and Services

Service Coordination

Allpeople eligible for developmental
disabilities services must apply for and accept
any federal Medicaid benefits for which they
may be eligible and benefits from other funding
sources. Possible sources include those within
the DHHS and other agencies. Other benefits
must be used to the maximum extent possible.

This includes the Department of Education,
specifically Vocational Rehabilitation Services
with Nebraska VR.

Service Coordination can be provided to eligible

people when requirements are met.

e When you have Medicaid, they pay for this
service.

e When you do not have Medicaid, you are
responsible for the cost.

When you request to have a Service
Coordinator, you will get one. When receiving
waiver services, you must have a Service
Coordinator (SC) to provide case management
and coordinate and oversee your services.
