OVERVIEW:

Nebraska Colon Cancer Screening Program (NCP)is a colon cancer screening
program that offers enroliment, screening and education to Nebraska men and
women who are 45-74 years of age. Tests and services may include fecal
immunochemical test FIT kit for at home testing, colonoscopy and information
about healthy living. All screening tests are based upon personal and family
history.

HOW TO LOGIN TO MED-IT:

You will need to complete a new Med-It User Profile Form and/or update your
profile every fiscal year. This form can be found on the Women’s and Men’s

Nebraska has two separate databases to enter FIT kit results.
Nebraska distributes FIT kits in two different ways.

1. Program enrollment: These are entered into the Nebraska Colon Program
Database (NE)

e Kits that start with AGM — Med-It Side (NE)
e Kits with no numbers or anything - Med-It Side (NE)

e Search by: Date of Birth
Client Name

2. Community Distribution: These are entered into the Nebraska Colon
Coalition Database (CC)

¢ Kits that start with AGC — Coalition Side (CC)

e Kits with HUB acronym and 23 — Coalition Side (CC)
Examples: CD23-0001, EC23-0001, EL23-0001, LAN23-0001,
PN23-0001, SH23-0001

HOW TO SEARCH FOR CLIENTS:
AGM and kits without any numbers or anything they are an NCP (NE side) client.
*There is not an FIT# for these clients.

HOW TO ENTER KITS FROM SPECIAL AG PROJECT In Collaboration with UNMC and Buffet Cancer Center FIT kits were
distributed to men and women 45-74 from either the NCP program database or the coalition database.

¢ The kit number determines which database you will enter clientresultsin.
¢ Kit numbers starting with AGM go intothe NCP Database (Select NE from CDC Program Code Dropdown)
o Kit numbers starting with AGC go into the Coalition Side (Select CC from CDC Program Code Dropdown)
