
UNDERSTANDING YOUR PAY STUB
The diagram below has been prepared to explain the information on the pay stub.  Please review your own pay stubs and compare them to this diagram.  It is each employee’s responsibility to regularly review his/her pay stub for accuracy.  If you have any questions, please contact your Human Resources/Payroll Representative. 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Direct Deposit

Your take home pay will be direct deposited into your bank account or Focus pay card.   You can choose to have your pay deposited into more than one account.  The pay stub will NOT display how your net pay was dispersed amongst your various bank accounts.  

The Focus pay card is an alternative option to traditional direct deposit.  Each payday your pay is automatically deposited to your Focus card which functions as a Master Card debit card. You can use your card to make purchases anywhere Master Card debit cards are accepted.  Please note this is not a credit card.  If you are interested in enrolling in this option, please contact your Human Resources/Payroll representative.

Your current and year-to-date (YTD) total gross pay and taxes.





Your hours for the current pay period, hourly rate of pay, current gross pay and year-to-date (YTD) gross pay.





The State’s portion of your health, life and retirement contributions





Your total gross pay, total deductions and net pay.





Your current and year-to-date (YTD) retirement and optional deductions.





Your year-to-date (YTD) vacation and sick leave hours used.





Your CURRENT vacation and sick leave balances.  Comp time balances do NOT appear on the pay stub.  Comp time balances are available on-line via the Leave Balance Inquiry menu in LINK PFC Employee Self Service.
