65% of kids know someone being 
cyberbullied

29% of teens admit that they have 
posted mean info about someone else

24% of teens have had private or 
embarrassing information revealed 
against their will 



Is This Really a Problem?

86% of teenagers have been 
“stalked by a stranger” on some 
social media account.  

55% of teens admit they’ve given 
personal information to someone 
they do not know

30% of teens have arranged to meet 
someone they met on social media 
in person
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Social Media Trends

Trends away from Facebook and sites 
where parents are present
• “Yeah, that’s why we go on Twitter and 
Instagram instead of Facebook. My mom 
doesn’t have that.”
• “I have two [Facebook] accounts. One for 
my family, one for my friends.”

Trends toward anonymous
• “Yeah, some of the people that follow me 
on Instagram that I don’t know, they’re 
just really nice to me, and they always say 
nice things.”
