Act (CASA)

CONTENT: Title 15 Aging Services regulations were signed by the Governor on

9/16/2020 and became effective September 21, 2020.

Title 15 Chapter 1, previously contained all Community Aging
Services Act (CASA) regulations. CASA regulations remain in Title
15 and are now contained in Chapter 2. All definitions moved to
Chapter 1, except for the Long-Term Care Ombudsman program.

Please review the entire chapter for all details. Below is a summary
of significant changes to the CASA regulations.

' 009.04 - To qualify for reimbursement, an Area Agency on Aging must provide no 001.10(D)(3)
less than 25 percent of the approved budget from local sources, which must include
but not be limited to:

(A) Local public tax dollars, federal revenue sharing trust funds and local
government in-kind donations in the form of rent, building space, utilities, utility
repair, paving, sewer fees, equipment, labor materials, and supplies, provided they \
are program related; and

(B) Local "other" donations in the form of cash, labor, materials, supplies,

acceptable safe food, transportation services, furniture, equipment, provided they

' are program related.
