MOTION: Jackson made the motion, seconded by Glidden, for the APRN Board to provide notice of its
meetings by posting agendas at the Nebraska State Office Building, posting agendas on the Department’s
website, and emailing agendas to the interested parties’ list.

NCSBN MIDYEAR MEETING

Oertwich reported that she and Stauffer will represent the Nebraska APRN Board at the National Council
of State Boards of Nursing Mid-year Meeting in March.

APRN CONTINUING COMPETENCY WORKGROUP

Hoebelheinrich reported that she had sent a poll to other state boards requesting information on their
renewal requirements for Nurse Practitioners. Of the states that responded, over half only required board
certification rather than a specific number of practice hours or continuing education hours. The states
that did have practice hour requirements allowed Nurse Practitioners to use teaching and other activities
towards meeting the requirement.

PROPOSED 2018 LEGISLATION

Oertwich summarized the status of nursing-related bills that have been introduced in the Legislature.
LB687, introduced by Sen. Blood, would adopt the APRN Compact. Currently, three states have adopted
the APRN Compact. The Compact would not go into effect until ten states have joined. Oertwich said
amendments might be added to the bill to ensure that APRNs practicing in Nebraska adhere to their
Nebraska scopes of practice.

Oertwich described LB924, which proposes changes to the Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Practice
Act. Oertwich said the bill would expand the EMS scope of practice by removing language the limits certain
EMS activities to “out-of-hospital” settings. One concern raised by Oertwich was that the bill provides for
APRNSs to supervise EMS personnel, but it does not provide any exemptions from liability. Hoebelheinrich
reported that she attended a meeting of DHHS staff regarding EMS issues and had asked whether the
Department’s Credentialing Review Program would do a review of the proposed changes to the EMS scope
of practice.

Oertwich also described LB1127, which would add a $10 annual fee to the licensure renewal fees for
various health care professions in order to raise revenue for the Nebraska Coalition for Patient Safety.
Members noted that APRNs would be charged the fee twice because they need to maintain a RN license
in addition to their APRN license.

MOTION: Fiala made the motion, seconded by Kindschuh, for the Board to submit to the Legislature a
letter opposing LB1127, particularly for the reason that APRNs would be assessed the fee twice.

CENTER FOR NURSING

Oertwich gave an overview of the Nebraska Center for Nursing’s new nursing workforce model. Topics
included regional disparities in numbers of health providers, current number of APRNs working in
Nebraska by county and economic region, factors that affect supply and demand of nurses, and
projections for the supply and demand of APRNs in Nebraska up to 2025.

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Jackson asked how the data relates to the health care workforce data collected by UNMC'’s College of
Public Health. Oertwich and Hoebelheinrich said they are interested in working more collaboratively with
UNMC. Oertwich explained that the Center for Nursing was established by the Legislature in 2000 to
collect nursing data for the purpose of addressing nursing shortage issues and that working
collaboratively with other groups is key to their mission
