 Justice Behavioral Health Committee 
 
Colegrove reported she had attended the last meeting and stated some of the priorities were opioids,   
medication-assisted treatment, and data integration.  There was also a presentation on medication-assisted 
treatment.

 2018 Legislative Session 
 
LB 299 –  This bill creates another level for reviewing regulations (effective 2019).  It also allows an individual 
to petition a Board to review their criminal history prior to making application for a license to find out if their 
convictions would disqualify them from getting a license (effective 7/2018).  Chiles commented there would 
be a $100 fee and an application process.  Any decision made is a Board decision.   
 
LB 1034 – Becomes effective 7-19-18.  The bill included: 

 Creates a path for LADC reciprocity when the applicant does not qualify for IC&RC reciprocity.  The 
requirements are:  holds a license or certification that is current in another jurisdiction, has at least 
270 hours of alcohol and drug education, has at least 3 years of full-time alcohol and drug

counseling practice, and passed an alcohol and drug counseling examination. 

 Creates a single license for mental health and substance use treatment facilities (combines the 
separate facility licenses into 1 license).  Facilities can choose to offer either service or both under 
the single license.  

 Eliminates the licensing of outpatient treatment centers.

 IC&RC 
 
At the last meeting the Board had discussed a remediation plan for those who failed the written examination 
four or more times.  It was discussed that the Board delegate to the IC&RC meeting would talk with other 
IC&RC boards to see what they would be doing for examination remediation.  Robinson indicated she would 
like to be the IC&RC delegate. 
 
MOTION:   Robinson moved, seconded by Schneider, to approve funding for Robinson to attend the IC&RC 
meeting in October where Robinson will gather information from other IC&RC boards regarding examination 
remediation.
