It’s time to report immunization levels of the children in your care.  If you received this letter, you are listed as a licensed childcare or preschool program with the State of Nebraska and State Law requires you to report immunization levels of the children in your care to the State Immunization Program.  Please follow the instructions and return your material to the address listed on the reporting form by November 1, 2012.

EVERYONE must return the form EVEN if you ARE NOT watching children at this time.  Simply state on the form (page with grey box) that you are not caring for children at this time and return the form to our office. (address on the bottom of that page) If you have 10 pages or less you may fax to 402-471-6426. Make sure your name, the name of your facility, address and phone is on your form. We have so many similar names. We want to make sure you are credited properly.

You need to report immunization levels of children that were enrolled in your program from Oct.1, 2011 to current date or no later than Sept. 30, 2012.  Children attending school (Kindergarten and up) do not need to be reported because their records will be retrieved from the school they attend, but you still need to keep their immunization records in your files.
