SESSION 1 (August 31):  THE SCOPE AND STANDARDS OF SCHOOL NURSING PRACTICE

Session 1 Purpose Statement:
Introduce new school nurses to the scope and standards of school nursing practice and regulations governing school health in Nebraska.  Apply the principles of practice to the school nurse's role in the school medication administration program.
Session 1 Objectives:

1. Describe the legal framework for school nursing practice by the Registered Nurse.   (3:00 – 3:30 pm)

2. Examine the role and responsibilities of the RN School Nurse in: competency determination, delegation decisions, supervision, consultation practice, and planning.  (3:30 – 4:15 pm)
3. Identify risk management and quality improvement strategies for the School Nurse  (4:15 – 4:30 pm)

4. Apply principles of scope and standards, function and role in implementing a school's medication administration program.  (4:30 – 5:00 pm)


SESSION 2 (September 14):  SCHOOL EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS AND RESPONSE


Session 2 Purpose Statement:

Identify the role of the school health office in response to severe weather and other emergencies at school. Discuss planned responses to medical emergencies (asthma, anaphylaxis, seizures, diabetes, and severe injury).   


Session 2 Objectives:

1. Discuss requirements of schools and best practices for emergency planning and safety.  (3:00 – 3:45 pm)

2. Discuss planning and preparing for medical emergencies at school: asthma and anaphylaxis, seizures, diabetic emergencies, and severe injuries.  (3:45 – 4:30 pm)

3. Identify related concepts and issues: confidentiality, parent communications, team approaches to preparedness and response, available and recommended resources.  (4:30 – 5:00 pm)


SESSION 3 (September 21):  CHILDREN AT SCHOOL WITH SPECIAL HEALTH CARE NEEDS


Session 3 Purpose Statement:

Provide an overview of approaches and nursing considerations in supporting the inclusion and educational success of children with special health care needs at school, with emphasis on individualized health care plans (IHPs) and successful family communications.


Session 3 Objectives:

1. Assess data and evidence regarding children with special health care needs and their health priorities at school.  (3:00 – 3:45 pm)

2. Describe strategies for successful partnerships to support children with special health care needs and their families.  (3:45 – 4:30 pm)

3. Describe the purpose and development of the Individualized Healthcare Plan for the child with special health care needs at school.  (4:30 – 5:00 pm)

SESSION 4 (September 28):  WELCOME TO THE FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL!



Session 4 Purpose statement:  

Discuss practical strategies and priorities for initiating health services at school from the first day of school and beyond.

Session 4 Objectives: 

1.  Learn practical strategies from three experienced school nurses on: equipping a health office, preparing for the first day of school, administrator and family communications, student health records, and assessing immunization compliance.  (3:00 – 4:00 pm)

2. Identify successful approaches for planning and implementing a school health screening program.  (4:00 – 5:00 pm)
