- Only the formula specified on the check is allowed --- No formula 
substitutions. 

- Please pass this along to others involved in WIC transactions, formula 
ordering, and inventory. 

 

Frequently Asked Questions… 
 

Q.  What type of WIC check may the cashier accept at a WIC authorized 

      pharmacy? 

A.  The cashier may only accept WIC checks for special and/or medical 

formulas.  WIC checks for food items and primary contract infant formula 

cannot be used at special purchase stores (pharmacies).
