A cancer survivor is described as an individual from the time of diagnosis through the remaining years of life; includes family members, caregivers and friends.  
Survivorship Project Grant Purpose

The purpose of these mini-grants is to provide support to the Nebraska Comprehensive Cancer Control partners to plan and implement activities in their communities that will help reach survivorship goals and objectives outlined in the Nebraska State Cancer Plan (http://www.dhhs.ne.gov/NebraskaCARES) and the National Action Plan for Cancer Survivorship (http://www.cdc.gov/cancer/survivorship).

Grant applications will be considered for the following:

· Physical Activity and Nutrition – A growing body of evidence supports the importance of physical activity and nutrition during and after cancer treatment.  This application seeks projects that integrate physical activity and/or nutrition in a program for overall wellness. 

· Survivorship Education – Educating cancer survivors about survivorship issues at all stages of the cancer illness and recovery is crucial to enhancing quality of life.  This application seeks projects that educate cancer survivors and their caregivers about survivorship issues or educate health care providers on survivorship issues and how to address these issues with their patients. 

· Practical Issues of Survivorship – Cancer can affect every area of a survivor’s life.  This application seeks projects that address practical issues including, but not limited to: employment discrimination, health insurance, life insurance, patient navigation, planning for medical or financial future, transportation issues. 

Cancer Plan and Nebraska Comprehensive Cancer Control Program Background

Nationally, cancer is the second leading cause of death, thus a growing concern for Nebraska residents.  Cancer is largely controllable through prevention, early detection (for some cancers) and treatment.  An increase in public health initiatives and the advancement of medical technology has led to earlier diagnosis and improved outcomes which results in more people surviving from cancer each year.  

With support from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in 2001, the Nebraska Comprehensive Cancer Control Program was established by the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services to form a statewide network of organizations and individuals to work together to reduce the impact of cancer in Nebraska. 

Number of Awards and Amount

The Nebraska Comprehensive Cancer Control Program will fund up to 4 projects.  Project may request up to $1500.    
Application Requirements & Restrictions
· Individual or organization must be a Nebraska Comprehensive Cancer Control Program partner.  
· One organization/entity may submit more than one application; however, each organization/entity may receive only one award.

· Project activities must occur within Nebraska.
· Projects must incorporate evidence-based strategies or “best practices”.

· Project must work with one other partner outside of their organization.
· Total budget must include indirect and direct costs.
· Budget must demonstrate a 20% match of the requested funding.  
· Project funds can not be used to pay for gifts, food, staff salary, clinical services, treatment or equipment.
